Seamless power and data integration 
is a key factor in the design. A cable 
reticulation cavity concealed within 
the leg runs up to a centrally mounted 
power box, adding functionality 
by providing user integration and 
connectivity.

Kusabi has been designed with specific 
attention to functional and aesthetic 
details. The leg to footrail connection 
uses a traditional technique known as a 
‘tusk tenon’, which removes the use of 
glued joints and allows for easy assembly.
